The Senior Service Planning and Design Officer — NQ Health Priorities has responsibility for ensuring
commissioned health services are tailored, comprehensive, and appliable to the needs of users by
planning and designing programs and projects that are effective and in alignment with NQPHN'’s
strategic objectives.

This includes:
e providing operational support across the Commissioning portfolios to ensure planning and
design initiatives are effective and achieve key strategy and operational outcomes

e working in collaboration with other NQPHN functions to best inform Commissioning planning
and the design of health services.

Key responsibilities

e Adopt a holistic approach to service planning and design by using the Department of Health’s
Commissioning Cycle to guide the delivery of health services.

e Provide best practice expertise for planning and service design in a commissioning
environment, with consideration for:

— PHN objectives, needs assessments, and national priorities
— leadership, governance, and organisational capacity

— engagement and consultation, autonomy, and responsibility
— priority setting and decision-making

— decommissioning and direct service delivery

— performance measurement.

o Work collaboratively with internal engagement teams to identify health intel and data that
identifies priorities that can be utilised to improve commissioning and service planning
activities.

e Where relevant, support and liaise with healthcare professionals, the community, and other
relevant stakeholders, as required, to inform service planning and design.

design and ensure distribution as appropriate.

e Undertake administrative tasks such as the production and distribution of correspondence,
reports, and/or presentations relating to service planning and design.

e Support the team in ensuring the agreed performance outcomes for the programs across all
commissioning portfolios are delivered, monitored, and reported in line with recommended
frameworks and guidelines.

e Support and collaborate within the team to ensure an integrated approach to commissioning.
